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Rationalization of genebank collections is one of the most significant 

problems to improve the efficiency of PGR conservation. Duplicates identification 

in collections held by genebanks is one of the aspect of optimising and 

systematizing the existing collections. In result of analysing of Avena collections 

of VIR (Russia), IPK and BAZ (Germany) and NGB (Sweden) number of probable 

duplicates of advanced cultivars were identified. It is concluded that practical work 

with databases for unification and identification duplicates of the collections have 

to be used taxonomic approaches inter-specific and intra-specific classification. 
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
